Deuteronomy 18:20-21 
20  But a prophet who presumes to speak in my name anything I have not commanded him 

to say, or a prophet who speaks in the name of other gods, must be put to death." 21  You 

may say to yourselves, "How can we know when a message has not been spoken by the 

LORD?"  

 

Deuteronomy 13:1-4   
1  If a prophet, or one who foretells by dreams, appears among you and announces to you 

a miraculous sign or wonder, 2  and if the sign or wonder of which he has spoken takes 

place, and he says, "Let us follow other gods" (gods you have not known) "and let us 

worship them," 3  you must not listen to the words of that prophet or dreamer. The LORD 

your God is testing you to find out whether you love him with all your heart and with all 

your soul. 4  It is the LORD your God you must follow, and him you must revere. Keep 

his commands and obey him; serve him and hold fast to him.

Matthew 7:15-20  
15  "Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they 

are ferocious wolves. 16  By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes 

from thornbushes, or figs from thistles? 17  Likewise every good tree bears good fruit, but 

a bad tree bears bad fruit. 18  A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear 

good fruit. 19  Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the 

fire. 20  Thus, by their fruit you will recognize them.
